Tsenko Minkin studied composition with Prof. Alexander Raychev. At the age of 12, he made his
first recordings in Bulgarian National Radio as a pianist, performing his own works. At the age of
15, he wrote a percussion quartet, published by DI "Muzika", for which Bulgarian National TV
made the documentary "The Beginning". At the age of 19, he gave his first author's concert in
Sofia with symphonic works. At 20-year-old began working as a freelance composer, writing film
and theater music. He is a co-founder of the MUZIKAUTOR Copyright Agency and a member of
the Board of Directors. Since November 2014 he has been the Chairman of the Union of
Bulgarian Composers. He is the author of over 130 chamber, vocal, symphonic works; choral and
other works; the music for over 50 feature films and documentaries, of which there are 15
awards from world film festivals. His works have been performed in lItaly, France, Germany,
Austria, Greece and other countries. Tsenko Minkin is the winner of the awards, such as "The
Golden Lyre" (1979), The SBP award for contribution to Bulgarian literature (1996), Certificate of
Honor of the Ministry of Culture for contribution to the development and popularization of
Bulgarian culture (1998), "The Sofia Award" for music (1989), Golden Age Award - Star of the
Ministry of Culture (2019).

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With his diverse creative, pedagogical and social activities, he is among the names that shaped
the professional appearance of Bulgarian music and Bulgarian musical culture in the middle of

the 20th century. He graduated from the Nation Music Academy "Prof. P. Vladigerov" in Sofia

with piano under Prof. Andrey Stoyanov and composition under Prof. Pancho Vladigerov. In 1937,

he specialized in composition under J. Marks in Vienna. He studied composition with H. Thiessen
at the University of Music in Berlin (1938-40). After his return to Bulgaria, he was a teacher of
harmony at the National Music Academy in Sofia, since 1947 he has been a professor of
harmony and composition for more than 40 years. He is the author of textbooks on harmony and
elementary theory. Parashkev Hadjiev was the chairman of the Union of Bulgarian Composers in
the period 1990-92.He is the most productive Bulgarian composer of musical and scenic works:
21 operas, 6 operettas and 3 musicals, 1 ballet; with over 150 productions representing a
representative part of the national repertoire of Bulgarian opera and operetta theaters after the
mid-1950s; some are also set in other countries such as Belgium, Czech Republic, Germany,
Russia, etc. He is the author of symphonic and chamber music; over 500 choral and mass songs,
over 1000 children's and school songs, over 5000 harmonizations of folk songs, etc. His works
are in the repertoire for Bulgarian performers. They are used in pedagogical practice. Parashkev

Hadjiev is the recipient of the highest state awards and honors.

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Raychev studied with Prof. Pancho Vladigerov at the National Musical Academy in Sofia, graduating
in 1947, then with Zoltan Kodaly at the Budapest Liszt Conservatory (1949-50). Later he taught at
the Bulgarian National Music Academy in Sofia, where he was Rector from 1970 to 1978. Raychev's
music shows the influence of Bach, Mozart and Beethoven, as well as Shostakovich, Stravinsky and
Britten, and he has written in all genres, such as opera, radio-opera, ballet, operetta-review,
operetta for children, oratorium, cantata, liturgy, symphonic pieces, overtures, concerts, chamber
music, vocal music, choir, theater music, and film music.

I Pancho Vladigerov I Nanuo Bnagurepos (18%4-1978)
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Pancho Vladigerov belongs to the second generation of Bulgarian composers. He was among the
founding members of the Bulgarian Contemporary Music Society (1933. He marked the beginning
of a number of musical genres in Bulgaria. He also established the Bulgarian composition and
pedagogical school, and his his students include the best Bulgarian composers of the next
generation. The pianist Alexis Weissenberg was his student, too. Vladigerov was born in Switzerland,
but lived in Shumen of Bulgaria. He played the piano and composed since early age. He was 10
when he started studying composition with Professor Dobri Hristov, National Music Academy in
Sofia. After his father’s death in 1912, he moved to Berlin with his mother and his twin brother (the
violinist Luben Vladigerov), where he enrolled at the Staatliche Akademische Hochschule for Musik
and studied music theory and composition with Professor Paul Juon and the piano with H. Barth. In
the Academie der Konste he studied composition with Professor Gernsheim and Professor Georg
Schumann. He worked for Max Reinhardt at the Deutsches Theater in Berlin as a composer and
pianist (1920-1932) before returning to Sofia where he was appointed as Professor (from 1940) of
Piano, Chamber Music and Composition at the State Academy of Music. He composed opera, ballet,
symphony music, concertos, chamber music, instrumental pieces, and folksong arrangements for
voice, songs for voice and piano, choral songs, and even music for the theatre performances for the
thaters such as the Deutsches Theater in Berlin, the Theater in der Josefstadt in Vienna, the
National Theatre in Sofia, etc. The world got acquainted with Pancho Vladigerov’'s work in the
1920s when his pieces were published by the Universal Edition Publishers in Vienna and were
released on LP by the German recording company Deutsche Gramophon before being performed
throughout Europe and the USA. Several works of his such as the Bulgarian Rhapsody “Vardar” for
instance are considered to be emblematic of the Bulgarian music.
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
